A. He had a hopeless condition
B. He knew the Lord could heal him

III. The Mercy of our Lord    v. 3
A. He touched the man
B. He healed the man

IV. The Meaning of Jesus’ Instructions    v. 4
A. “Tell no one” - the danger of wrong focus
B. Fulfill Leviticus 14:4-7 completely
