 B. I could wish you were cold or hot 
  1. If they had been cold, they would have felt it 

2. The hot waters of Hierapolis and cold of

spirit, serving the Lord” 
B. “I will vomit you out of my mouth.”

B. You are wretched, miserable, poor, blind, and naked

 A. Buy from Me gold, white garments, eye salve 
 B. As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten 
  - Proverbs 3:12, Hebrews 12:6
